New Mexico Association for Institutional Research and Planning (NMAIRP)

Meeting Minutes 6/20/01

The meeting was held at the New Mexico Farm and Ranch Heritage Museum, and began at 7:15p.

Bruce Martin chaired the meeting.  A proposed agenda was approved.  There was a brief background explanation of why the meeting was taking place.  Minutes from the February 27, 2001 meeting in Albuquerque were distributed and reviewed. All in attendance introduced themselves.

The previously proposed Mission Statement was accepted with changes.  Following is the adopted Mission Statement:

MISSION STATEMENT  

for the

New Mexico Association for Institutional Research and Planning

· The NMAIRP is an association of educational professionals interested in research, planning, data management and improving post-secondary education in New Mexico.

The purpose of the NMAIRP is to provide a forum 

· to discuss various data issues; 

· pursue broad based institutional research projects; 

· collaborate in data gathering, analysis and research report development; 

· reach out and improve coordination and cooperation among the K-12 system and the private institutions (both K-12 and post secondary) and among government agencies; 

· and provide professional development to its members in order to improve post-secondary education in New Mexico.

Proposed names for the organization were discussed.  Consensus was reached for the adoption of “New Mexico Association for Institutional Research and Planning” as the official name of the organization.

The “governing structure” was discussed, and the previously proposed structure was adopted.  This structure includes a Past President, President (current), President Elect (future president), and Secretary –Treasurer.  All positions are elective.

Bruce Martin was elected to serve as President until August 15, 2001.  Martin will chair the Nominating Committee that will contact and nominate individuals for the three positions to be voted on by August 15.  Nominating Committee members are Mark Chisholm, Ron Jernigan, Miriam Meyer, and Tod Singletary.

Discussion then took place on NMAIRP activities for the coming year.  There was support expressed for providing a “professional development” workshop focusing on basic requirements for an effective Institutional Research Office.  Several members expressed a preference for a format that included a “Noon to Noon” schedule, meaning the workshop/conference would be conducted over a 24 hour period with an evening for dinner/socializing included.  Proposed dates for such a workshop/conference included October, 2001 or March, 2002.  It was decided that a poll of those on the NMAIRP email list should be conducted to determine the number of individuals interested in such a workshop.

Interest was also expressed in participation by NMAIRP in the annual New Mexico Higher Education Assessment and Retention Conference that will be held in February, 2002 in Albuquerque.

Responsibilities of officers were discussed and it was pointed out that the President is likely to become a key contact person between institutional researchers and state government agencies.

Other organizational needs were discussed.  Mark Chisholm of UNM volunteered to establish a listserve for the organization.  Fred Lillibridge volunteered to create a web page for the organization.  Possible membership dues were discussed, but it was agreed that this would not be necessary in the first year of the organization.

The meeting adjourned at 8:30pm.
